“Drug Demand Reduction (DDR) means reducing the demand for illegal drugs through education. 

The Drug Demand Reduction Program (DDRP) is authorized and funded annually by the Congress of the 

United States as a part of the National Guard Counter-drug Program. This Congressional appropriation is a 

part of the U.S. Department of Defense budget. The counterdrug funding is within the National Guard Bu-

reau budget and is apportioned to the National Guard of fifty-four states and territories. The National 

Guard of the various states, under the direction of the Governor, approves the counterdrug budget, a por-

tion of which funds the DDRP. 

The Indiana National Guard DDRP is staffed by soldiers and airmen who serve as role models and mentors 

for the drug free life for Indiana youth. The DDRP supports community drug free coalitions, schools,     

community organizations with Drug Demand Reduction programs and literature.”
